Whether you are
creating and editing patch memories, managing effects and patch memories
or backing up patch memories, this app allows you to operate a B2 FOUR from
an iOS compatible mobile device.This manual does not explain the operation
of the B2 FOUR. See the B2 FOUR Operation Manual for detailed information
about all its functions.
